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1.  Suitable Person

Adults providing day care, looking after children or having unsupervised access to them are suitable to do so, as:

· The registered person/persons comply with all conditions of the registration.

· We have been required to submit to a vetting procedure, which includes criminal record checks (enhanced), which will enable the early years childcare inspector to determine the suitability of these caring for, or having regular contact with children.

· The registered person, their staff and volunteers have not been convicted of any offence or been the subject of an order which disqualifies them from registration under regulations made under Schedule 9A of the Children’s Act 1989.

· We will ensure that any person who has not been vetted is never left alone with children.

· The owner, Alex Perry, is working toward her Level VI qualification and has at least two years experience of working in a day care setting.

· The Manager, Nikki Deakin, has his level III qualification and has at least two years experience of working in a day care setting.

· All managers, staff and volunteers are suitable, both mentally and physically to care for children and have the appropriate experience, skills and ability.
